What | do now- via the very necessary
detours of the auto body trade, art school, historical society assistant, vintage toy repair,
etc. and etc.- is to have become competent enough to imagine a thing one day and realize
it as an actual, autonomous thing on another. The Albert Camus quote, ‘A man’s work is
nothing but this slow trek to rediscover, through the detours of art, those two or three great
and simple images in whose presence his heart first opened’ | think, sums up all that I am
trying to say here.”
